Supplementary information may be requested at judging level.
5. Please note that the maximum word count for questions 1 – 6 is 2000 words and 200 words for question 7.  This word count limit does NOT include the questions.  If your entry exceeds this word count it will be disqualified by the judges
6. Entrants may be asked for staff or customer testimonials
7. Entries will be judged by an independent and impartial panel of judges
8. Finalists will be notified on the 23 February 2017.  Award winners will be announced at the Awards Gala Dinner being held within the precincts of Canterbury Cathedral on 30 March 2017 Canterbury Cathedral Lodge
9. Entry to more than one category is allowed
10. Applicants must be authorised to enter their organisation into the awards programme
11. Incomplete entries will not be judged
